Maulana Azad National Urdu University (MANUU) is a Central University, established by an Act of 
Parliament in 1998 with all India jurisdiction. The headquarters and main campus of MANUU is in 
Gachibowli, Hyderabad. It is spread over 200 acres. MANUU is recognized as a major higher education 
service provider across the remote areas of the country in Urdu Medium through its regular and distance 
mode programmes. MANUU commenced with distance education programmes in 1998 and 
consolidated its regular academic and research programmes in 2004.

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1.4 Academic 
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The University currently offers 120 Programmes (31 Ph.D., 33 PG, 19 UG, 22 Diploma, 01 Advance 
Diploma, 4 PG Diploma Programmes and 10 Certificate Courses). The University also offers Technical 
Diploma Programmes through Polytechnics (08 Diplomas) and Vocational Programmes through 
Industrial Training Institutes (08 Trades). The Univesity also offers PG, UG, Diploma, and Certificate 
Programes through ODL under the Directorate of Distance Education. The University delivers 
innovative and relevant quality education with flexible academic framework through National Credit 
Framework (NCrF) and National Higher Education Qualifications Framework (NHEQF) and 
Curriculum and Credit Framework for Undergraduate Programmes (CCFUGP) under NEP 2020 
guidelines. 
 
1.5 Governance 
 
Effective Governance System is in place for transparency and accountability with established structures. 
Further, the University is in the process of switching over to e-Governance functioning for streamlining 
of internal processes. 
The University is also part of Mission Mode Directives of Ministry of Education (MoE) such as Swacch 
Bharat Abhiyan; Swacch Bharat - Swasth Bharat; Swatchhata Pakhwada; Unnat Bharat Abhiyan; Ek 
Bharat - Shreshtha Bharat; Beti Bachao – Beti Padhao; Vittiya Shaksharata Abhiyan and PM Kaushal 
Vikas Yojana; in addition to Digital India project NKN - NME-ICT, which includes Campus Connect, 
UGC-INFLIBNRAT, NDL Cluster, SWAYAM, SWAYAM PRABHA, NAD, Bharat Vani, etc. 
 
1.6 Uniqueness 
 
Academically, MANUU stands among the best Universities in the country offering educational 
programmes in General, Professional, Technical and Vocational streams. It has received ‘A Grade’ 

accreditation by NAAC- in 2009, re-accredited with ‘A Grade’ in 2016 and re-accredited with ‘A+  (A 
Plus) Grade’ in 2023. The University has been awarded Category-II Autonomy under the UGC 
(Categorization of Universities only for grant of Graded Autonomy) Regulations, 2018.        
The academic thrust of MANUU lies in its unique service of providing education from elementary to 
doctoral levels in the Urdu language. MANUU has carved a niche as one of the preferred destinations 
of higher education for academically marginalized sections of the society.  
There are 18 satellite and off-campuses of MANUU spread across different States and Union territories 
in India. About 6,000 students are pursuing various programmes in regular mode. The Centre for 
Distance and Online Education (CDOE) offers various academic programmes in distance mode 
thorough a network of nine Regional and five Sub-Regional Centers and 161 Learner Support Centers 
catering to more than one lakh students. The University has campuses across the country viz,. Three 
Industrial Training Institutes (ITIs) at Hyderabad (Telangana), Bengaluru (Karnataka), and Darbhanga 
(Bihar); Five Polytechnics at Hyderabad (Telangana), Bengaluru (Karnataka), Darbhanga (Bihar), 
Kadapa (Andhra Pradesh) and Cuttack (Odisha). 
These institutions aim to fulfil the objectives of the University of imparting vocational and technical 
subjects in Urdu medium. The University has eight Colleges of Teacher Education at Srinagar (Jammu 
& Kashmir), Darbhanga (Bihar), Bhopal (Madhya Pradesh), Nuh (Haryana), Asansol (West Bengal), 
Sambhal (Uttar Pradesh), Aurangabad (Maharashtra) and Bidar (Karnataka) to train prospective 
teachers. The University also has a satellite campus at Lucknow (Uttar Pradesh) which offers UG, PG 
and Ph.D. programmes. To address the mission of empowering women, the University established a 
College of Arts and Science for Women at Budgam (Jammu & Kashmir) which offers Post Graduate 
and research programmes.  
True to its mission of spreading the wings of Urdu and instilling a passion for Urdu among the new 
generation learners, the University has also established three Model Schools at Hyderabad, Darbhanga 
and Nuh to provide quality school education in Urdu medium. 
The University has several academic support centres such as UGC-Malaviya Mission Teahcer Training 
Center (MMTTC), Instructional Media Centre (IMC), Centre for Information Technology (CIT), 
Directorate of Translation, Translation Studies, Lexicography and Publications (DTTLP), Directorate 
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of Admissions (DoA) and Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) which provide value addition to the 
University. 
The endeavour of MANUU in providing instruction, carrying out research and making contribution 
through Urdu medium has made it a trailblazer and trendsetting university in beaconing vast 
opportunities to all Indian languages institutions for tapping their potential to offer education in science 
and technology. 
MANUU adheres to National Agenda of Access, Equity and Quality and ensures that all the graduating 
students acquire an adequate knowledge of the English and Information Technology. This enables the 
Urdu medium students to compete with the rest of the students in the country for both the vertical and 
horizontal mobility.

2.0 School of Languages, Linguistics, and Indology 

The School of Languages, Linguistics and Indology was established in the year 1999. The School 
commenced regular programmes in the year 2004 and currently has six Departments and also offers 
programmes at constituent colleges located at Lucknow (UP) and Srinagar (J&K). The main objective 
of the School is to promote the Indian languages (Urdu, Hindi, Telugu and Kashmiri) along with Foreign 
languages (Arabic, Persian, English, Russian, French, Pashto and Turkish) and also to promote the 
Translation Studies for effective integration.  

2.1.1 Department of Urdu 
 
The main objective of the Department is to spread awareness about literary and cultural importance of 
Urdu language, literature and culture particularly in India and across the world. It aims to promote Urdu 
language and literature. The Department encourages the research scholars to undertake meaningful, 
effective and advantageous research under the supervision of the faculty to develop and widen the field 
of knowledge. It also aims at creating academic atmosphere for the students, so that they may acquire 
knowledge and insight of the legacy of Urdu literature. In order to inculcate refined poetic and literary 
taste the Department introduced a special programme for appreciation of Urdu Ghazal i.e. Diploma in 
Tahseen-e-Ghazal.   
 
The Department offers courses for B.A., M.A. and Ph.D., programmes and the part-time Diploma 
programmes. The thrust areas of research are: Study of Modern Culture, Language, Literature; Deccani 
Language, Literature and Culture; Linguistics; Mass Media; Translation, Aazadiyaat (Study of Maulana 
Azad) and new approaches in the field of Literary Criticism. 

2.1.2 Department of English 
 
The Department of English provides students and scholars with a comprehensive understanding of 
contemporary trends in English language, literature, and linguistics. It offers a range of academic 
programs, including MA (English), Post Graduate Certificate Course in Teaching English (PGCTE), 
Post Graduate Diploma Course in Teaching English (PGDTE), Ph.D. (English), and Ph.D. 
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(Comparative Literature). In alignment with the NEP 2020, the Department also offers discipline-
specific core and elective courses, along with ability enhancement, skill enhancement, and generic 
courses in English and Linguistics for BA and other undergraduate programmes. For postgraduate 
programmes, it provides ability enhancement and generic courses under the CBCS framework. 
Committed to academic excellence and inclusivity, the Department focuses on mainstreaming 
minorities, promoting quality research, strengthening English-Urdu cultural interactions, and advancing 
women's empowerment. Beyond preparing students for career opportunities, it nurtures a sense of social 
responsibility. The Department emphasizes bilingual research in English and Urdu while encouraging 
innovative and interdisciplinary research. To enhance academic engagement, the Department regularly 
organizes national and international conferences and workshops. Its key research areas include English 
Language Teaching, Phonetics, British Literature, American Literature, Commonwealth Literature, 
English-Urdu Literature, English-Urdu Translation Studies, Muslim Literature, Indian Writing in 
English, and Literary Theory and Criticism. 
 
2.1.3 Department of Translation Studies 
 
The Department of Translation Studies is amongst the first of its kind in India. The Department offers 
a Postgraduate programme M.A. in Translation Studies and Research programme, Ph.D. in Translation 
Studies. In academic year 2024-25 a part time programme “PG Diploma in translation” was also 
initiated. Besides a strong theoretical foundation, the Department emphasizes on the practical aspects 
of Translation with an objective to train students as professional Translators, and motivate them to take 
up research in Translation Studies. The recent trends, technologies and terminology are part of the 
curriculum. The department offers courses in Translation for UG programmes under NEP-2020.  
 
2.1.4 Department of Hindi 

The Department promotes Hindi language and literature. The focus of the Department is on 
interdisciplinary approaches of studies and research in Hindi, Urdu, Dakhini Languages and culture. 
The Department offers UG programmes; M.A., Ph.D. and a part-time Diploma programme. The thrust 
areas of research in the Department are Feminist Literature, Dalit Literature, Medieval Poetry, Modern 
Literature Comparative Literature, Translation, Kathasahitya, Drama, Adivasi, Muslim Discourse and 
Modern Theatre.  

2.1.5 Department of Arabic 

Arabic is the main language of the Semitic family of languages and one of the six official languages of 
the United Nations. The Department of Arabic was established in 2006 to meet the ever-growing 
demand of scholars, who are well versed in Arabic language as well as equipped with skills needed to 
fulfill the requirements of the academic and business world. The Department imparts knowledge of 
Classical and Modern Arabic language and literature. It lays emphasis on human values and has made 
them an integral part of the curriculum. The focus is also on training the students and to enhance their 
skills in translation and interpretation with an objective of placements in reputed national and 
international institutions and MNCs. A good number of former students are working in multinational 
companies like Amazon, Facebook, and Google etc. The Department offers Arabic language courses 
for UG programmes viz., B.A., B. Com, and B.Sc., M.A. and Ph.D. programmes and three part-time 
programmes i.e., Certificate of Proficiency in Arabic, Diploma in Arabic and Advanced Diploma in 
Professional Arabic. Thrust areas of research of the department are Translation, and Modern Arabic 
Literature. 

2.1.6 Department of Persian and Central Asian Studies 
 
The Department of Persian and Central Asian Studies was established in 2008 as part of School of 
Languages, Literature and Indology. It is striving hard to become an important seat of Persian Studies. 
The Department offers courses of Persian, Pashto and Turkish at various levels: Under Graduate 
Programmes, MA (Persian), Ph.D. and Diploma in Persian, Certificate Course in Persian, Diploma in 
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Pashto, Certificate course in Pashto, Advance Diploma in Pashto, Certificate course in Turkish, 
Diploma in Turkish. The thrust areas for research in Persian Studies are Manuscriptology, Documents 
reading & translation, Historiography (especially Medieval Indian History), Epigraphy, Numismatics, 
Indo-Persian Literature, Sufism, Cultural studies, Comparative Linguistics, Modern Trends in Persian 
Language, Literature and Culture. The Department is trying to meet the basic objectives of Persian 
Studies as a Research Language for Indian Cultural Heritage and as an International Language. A Series 
of National and International Seminars, Conferences and Workshop on Research Methodology 
Manuscriptology have been organized during these years.

3.0 School of Arts and Social Sciences 

The University established the School of Arts and Social Sciences in the year 2005. The main objective 
of the school is to offer programmes of study that influence the passion of human concerns for 
philosophical, social, political, economical, historical and public life and to play an important role in 
understanding the issues that deal with the society and gender. The School currently has eight 
Departments and is one of the largest of all schools in the University. It also offers programmes at 
satellite campuses at Lucknow (U.P.) and Srinagar (J & K). 

3.1.1 Department of Women Studies 

The Department of Women Studies was established in 2004. The Department offers Post-Graduate, and 
Ph.D. programmes in Women Studies. A multi-pronged approach is called for at all levels in developing, 
strengthening, and harnessing the female resource of the country. The syllabus is designed with an aim 
to empower students with adequate knowledge of their rights and privileges and it trains them to emerge 
as successful change-agents in the desired direction of social transformation.  

3.1.2 Department of Public Administration

rich teaching and research experience.  
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3.1.3 Department of Social Work 
 
The Department of Social Work aims to develop social work professionals with an inclination and 
orientation to work with deprived sections of the society in the unreached pockets of the country. The 
Department offers Post Graduate programme in Master of Social Work (MSW) and a research 
programme - Ph.D. in Social Work. With the first batch of MSW starting in 2009, the Department has 
evolved to develop a large network with the NGOs and government agencies in and outside Hyderabad 
to provide effective and rigorous field work training. The regular weekly individual conferences, field 
work seminars and skill labs have added to the creativity and commitment of the Department to enhance 
and enrich the skills of the students and promote progressive values among them. The Department 
started Ph.D. programme in the year 2014. The research programme of the Department focuses on 
minorities with special reference to gender issues with emphasis on practice based/intervention research. 
 
3.1.4 Department of Islamic Studies 

The Department of Islamic Studies was established in 2012. The Department offers M.A, Ph.D. and 
Diploma in Islamic Studies programmes. The Department also offers Islamic Studies as Core and 
Generic Elective/Discipline Specific Elective for Post Graduate and Under Graduate programmes of 
other Department students. The main objective of the Department is to impart teaching and conduct 
research in Islamic Studies in a modern perspective. These days Islam has taken a central stage in public 
discussions and debates relating particularly to its political ideas and social approaches. Apart from this, 
Islam has a vast history of its rich civilization and culture pertaining to India and the world as a whole. 
Its achievements have been very unique in various fields of human life. It has played a remarkable role 
in the progress and prosperity of humanity. These aspects are subjects of the studies and research in 
today’s academic world. The Department studies the vast areas of Islamic sciences, law, culture, 
civilization, mysticism and thought with the aim to train scholars in the subject of Islamic Studies. 

3.1.5 Department of Political Science 

The Department of Political Science was established as an independent Department in 2015. Earlier, 
the Department was jointly working with the Department of Public Administration. The Department 
started with M.A. in Political Science in 2012 and started offering courses for B.A. Programme from 
2014.

3.1.8 Department of Economics 
 
Established in 2014, the Department of Economics at Maulana Azad National Urdu University is 
dedicated to advancing economic scholarship through rigorous academic programs and research. With 
a focus on delivering education in the Urdu medium, the Department aims to promote accessibility and 
inclusivity in higher education. 
The Department offers undergraduate, postgraduate, and doctoral programs, supported by a faculty 
specializing in diverse fields such as International Trade, Monetary Economics, Applied Econometrics, 
Islamic Banking, Development Economics, and Quantitative Economics.

MBA Programme: Admission to MBA programme is done through an All India Entrance Test 
conducted by the University every year and the programme attracts a larger number of students across 
the country. The DMC offers three specializations viz, Finance, Marketing and Human 
ResourceManagement. The MBA programme is recognized by All India Council for Technical 
Education (AICTE). The curriculum of MBA is regularly updated to meet the dynamic challenges of 
the industry as per the guidelines issued by AICTE. The methodology of the course and evaluation 
includes class room sessions, case studies, projects, industry visits, class participation, business 
quizfollowed by internal evaluation and External Examinations. DMC provides support to the students 
in placements and several students from past batches have joined prominent blue-chip companies and 
public sector as well.  
B.Com. (Hons/Research) Programme:  Admission to the B. Com (Hons/Research) program is done 
through the CUET entrance test conducted by NTA at the national level. Offered under the NEP 2020 
Four-Year Undergraduate Program (FYUP) framework, this course was introduced in the 2023-24 
academic session. The curriculum is designed to align with contemporary business and industry 
requirements, emphasizing a holistic and interdisciplinary approach. The program follows a dual major 
structure in Commerce and Management, equipping students with comprehensive knowledge of the 
business domain. Currently, the B. Com (Hons/Research) program admits 60 students per batch. For 
further details, please refer to the MANUU CUET Prospectus.  
M.Com Programme: M.Com. course is designed in line with contemporary academic and industry 
standards. The program offers advanced knowledge in accounting, finance, and commerce, preparing 
students for research, academia, and professional careers. The curriculum adopts a multidisciplinary 
and research-oriented approach, integrating theoretical insights with practical applications to address 
evolving business challenges. The students have to complete project work in the last semester along 
with special lectures, workshops and seminars to gain industry experience and practical understanding. 
Also, the department provides support to the students in NET/JRF placement and employability. 
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Ph.D. Programmes in Management & Commerce (Full Time): The research program promotes 
innovation, focuses on activities that can make a difference to problems that matter to industry and 
society and has a business-friendly attitude to foster external collaborations. The Department’s research 

focus is on various emerging areas of the General Management but not limited to its conventional areas 
of specialization. The Department has well experienced faculty members with strong research and 
industry background.

viii. The candidates who qualify the entrance test and also the candidates who are exempted from 
appearing in the written test but are deemed qualified for the interview shall be required to submit 
a preliminary Research Proposal and present the same before the Departmental Research 
Committee/Interview Board. To qualify for admission, all candidates have to secure 50% aggregate 
(ET/NET + Interview) marks. (Both ET based and ET exempted categories). 

ix. Qualifying the Entrance Test/Interview shall in no way entitle the candidate to any right to 
admission in the Ph.D. Programme.  

x. If admitted, the research scholar shall have to pay the prescribed fees on the scheduled date(s) of 
admission as announced. They shall also be eligible for scholarships/fellowships as per university 
rules which are subject to release of funds by the UGC.   

xi. The University shall follow the rules of reservation of Government of India in the matter of 
admission of candidates belonging to SC/ST/PWD/OBC (non-creamy layer)/Different abled/EWS 
and such other categories as notified by the Government of India and or by the University.  

xii. A candidate who is admitted to Ph.D. Programme shall not join any other regular full-time course 
leading to a degree of this University or any other University. Any violation of this regulation shall 
automatically lead to the cancellation of his/her admission from the Ph.D. Programme.  

xiii. No candidate shall be eligible to register for the Ph.D. Programme if he/she is already registered 
in any regular full-time/part-time degree programme of study in this University or any other 
University/Institution. 

xiv. A Ph.D. candidate admitted under full time Ph.D. Programme, if employed, shall submit a letter 
from his/her employer at the time of admission that he/she shall be granted necessary leave for the 
entire duration of the Ph.D. Programme.

online/offline mode. In case of online mode, the scholar/concerned supervisor/co-supervisor shall 
be physically present at the concerned Department/Centre/Satellite Campuses/CTEs where Ph.D. 
is already being offered. The Department concerned at Headquarters shall give notice to that effect 
well in advance. 

iii. The research scholars shall not be paid any TA and DA by the University for coming to 
Headquarters and shall have to make their own arrangements for boarding and lodging. 

 
17.4.4. Ph.D. Part Time 
 
1. The following categories of candidates shall be eligible for admission to the regular PhD 

Programme on part-time basis on production of written permission from his/her employer: 
i. Any permanent employee with two years of regular service in any UGC/CSIR recognised 

University/College or Public Sector/Government Organisation having adequate research 
facilities. The candidate must give an undertaking that he/she would take leave for a minimum 
of one year; initial six months leave for attending the classes of the PhD course work/defining 
the problem and six months leave prior to submission of PhD thesis during the tenure of the 
PhD Programme. However, such candidates have to provide reasonable proof of fieldwork/lab 
work periodically to the satisfaction of the concerned Research Supervisor/Research Advisory 
Committee and may also be required to present the same before the Departmental Research 
Committee. Failure in this regard shall lead to cancellation of the PhD registration. Any offer 
of admission under this category shall be further subject to the discretion of the University and 
approval of the Vice Chancellor.  

ii. A permanent faculty member of MANUU, whether at headquarter or at off-campuses, having 
at least two years of teaching experience in the University. However, faculty members desirous 
of pursuing part-time PhD shall be required to take leave of 6 months to complete the Semester 
I course work examinations. Any offer of admission under this category and leave to faculty 
members shall be subject to the discretion of the University and approval of the Vice 
Chancellor. Provided that such candidates shall have to follow the rest of the admission process 
and fulfil all other requirements as per the existing PhD Regulations. 

2. The University shall obtain a “No Objection Certificate” from the candidate for a Part-Time Ph.D. 
program from the appropriate authority in the organization where the candidate is employed, 
clearly stating that: 

a. The candidate is permitted to pursue studies on a part-time basis. 
b. His/her official duties permit him/her to devote sufficient time for research. 
c. If required, he/she will be relieved from the duty to complete the course work 

Note:  
 
i. A candidate shall be permitted to change his/her status from regular full-time Ph.D. Program to 

part-time extra-mural mode for a valid reason which shall be approved by the Academic Council 
on the recommendations of Departmental Research Committee. 

ii. In case of regular Full time Ph.D. students joining employment or for any other valid reason, the 
scholars can be permitted to convert to Part Time extra mural mode, if he/she has completed the 
prescribed course work, on the recommendation of the RAC, DRC, School Board and subsequent 
approval of the Competent Authority (Academic Council). 

iii. Candidates who change their status from Full-Time to Part-Time Extra Mural Mode shall not be 
entitled for scholarship.  
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18.0 Reservation and Relaxation Provisions 
 
The University follows the reservation policies of the Government of India issued from time to time. 
The reservations are applicable to all programmes. There are two kinds of reservations (Vertical and 
Horizontal) adopted by the University to accommodate adequate representation of various categories 
of students as an inclusive policy. The applicants claiming any of these categories need to submit the 
valid proof of the caste/ tribe/ other reservation in the prescribed form issued by the competent 
authorities as per the Government of India norms at the time of admission, failing which applicant shall 
not be considered for admission. 
 
18.1 Reservations for SC/ST/OBC /EWS Categories 
 

The following table summarises details of quota for SC / ST /OBC / EWS Categories as per Govt. of 
India and University norms in each programme:

The candidates for these seats will be selected on the basis of 
composite merit based on the weightage extended for securing highest marks among the non shortlisted 
candidates in the merit.

• Fee Revision: University reserves the right to revise the fee structure of any programme during 
the course period. 

• Fee Refund Policy: If the student intends to cancel or discontinue programme of study at any 
point of time, he/she may do so. The fee refund policy is as follows:

Note: In case of AICTE regulated courses, the fee refund will be done as per the AICTE notification / 
Regulations. Further, the student needs to submit No-Dues Clearance Certificate to get the Transfer 
Certificate. The Transfer Certificate will specifically mention the "programme discontinued" phrase. If 
the candidate wishes to get transferred from one programme to other programme of the University, he/ 
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she shall do so, only once before the closure of admission process, if he/she fulfills the eligibility criteria 
and he/she had alredy applied for the other programme before the last date. 
 

21.0 Other Important Instructions for Admissions 

1. Incorrect/ incomplete application forms shall be rejected. Therefore, candidates are advised to 
read the prospectus carefully before filling and submitting the application forms. 

2. The candidates are advised to take utmost care while filling the columns of Name and Date of 
Birth (as in 10th/matriculation/SSC or Equivalent). 

3. The University has the right to reject the application and to cancel the admission of any 
candidate on valid reasons as per the norms of the University. All admissions are provisional; 
the University has the right to cancel the admission of any student at any point of time.  

4. If a candidate fails to complete admission formalities by the prescribed date, he/she shall forfeit 
his/her right to admission.  

5. In case a student wishes to cancel his/her admission, he/she should submit an online application 
through his/her login credentials and the fee will be refunded as per fee refund policy of the 
University. However, the application fee shall not be refunded.   

6. In case, the University decides not to offer a course all fees except application fee shall be 
refunded. 

7. If any error or omission is detected in the information furnished by the candidate in the 
application form or if any document is found to be defective at the time of verification, or at 
any time even after the candidate is admitted, the candidate's admission shall stand canceled. 
Fee paid to the University shall not be refunded. University may initiate due legal action for 
cases of fraud. 

8. If an applicant is an employee (public or private sector organization), he/she shall submit a 
certificate of leave along with ‘No Objection Certificate’, for the duration of the programme 

from his/her employer at the time of admission.  
9. Selected candidates are not allowed to complete admission formalities in absentia.  
10. Students admitted in all programmes shall abide by existing rules, and the rules notified by the 

University from time to time. 
11. Programme Duration: The programme’s maximum time for completion shall be additional 

two (2) years (four semesters) irrespective of the duration of the programme of study.         
In case of D.El.Ed., B.Ed. and M.Ed. The maximum duration is three years (as per NCTE 
norms).  

12. Entrance Test Model Papers: The previous year’s entrance test papers for all the programmes 

are available on the University website. The test will be only in multiple choice questions 
format (except Ph.D). Answer sheet will be in the form of OMR sheet.

13. List of Equivalent Degrees: The list of equivalent degrees recognized by the university for the 
purpose of admissions into various programmes is available on the University 
website/Prospectus. 

14. Merit Lists: The list of candidates qualifying the entrance test and list of qualified candidates 
shall be displayed on the University website as per schedule.  

15. Jurisdiction for Legal Matters: All legal disputes shall be restricted to the jurisdiction of the 
courts of Hyderabad only.  

16. Refund of multiple payments: In case of multiple successful transactions the candidate has to 
send an e-mail to admissionsregular@manuu.edu.in with all details and copies of payment 
receipts within two weeks of payment. After due verification the refund process will be 
initiated.

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22.23 Mode of Fee Payment 

 

1. MANUU accepts fees through Online Mode only i.e. (Net Banking, Credit Cards & Debit Cards). 
2. Fee is payable in a single installment at the time of admission on or before the notified date.

24.0 Examination / Promotion  
 

The University is striving hard to bring reforms in examinations by improving Examination procedures, 
integrating tools of Information Technology (IT) and incorporating continuous Internal Evaluation 
Component with higher weightage. The University has a well established and efficient Examination 
Management System, a module of University ERP ‘Integrated University Management System’ 

(iUMS), which has been developed in-house by CIT, MANUU. The system is very simple and generic 
and serves as an effective model that can be replicated by any educational Institution. 
 

24.1 Attendance 

• In order to appear in Semester End Examination, the student must have passed in all Continuous 
Internal Evaluation (CIE) /Internal Assessment/practical/viva-voce as case may be and fulfill 
minimum consolidated attendance norm of 75%. The attendance norms shall be further subject to 
additional requirements of professional and technical programmes. For example, in teacher 
education programmes the minimum consolidated attendance requirement is that of 80%. Further, 
in the case of teaching practice/field work in teacher education (like B Ed and M Ed) and Master of 
Social Work programmes respectively the students must also fulfill the minimum attendance 
requirement of 90%. The students failing to secure the minimum attendance in practical work of 
these programmes shall not be allowed to appear for the semester end exams and they shall be 
required to repeat the semester.   

• A relaxation of not more than 10% of the attendance shall be extended on valid medical ground on 
the production of medical certificate subject to acceptance by HoD/Principal and approval by Dean 
of school concerned. Further, only those medical certificates shall be considered for which HoD 
was informed of during the illness or those that are submitted within two weeks of the said illness. 
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A student deputed by the University to take part in any co-curricular or extra-curricular or sports or 
like may be given an additional concession of not more than 5% of attendance.  

• The Law programmes under MANUU Law School require at least 75% attendance in all the 
subjects taken together to be eligible to appear in the Semester End Examination (SEE). However, 
additionally in each individual subject the attendance should not be less than 70%, failing which 
the student will be debarred in that particular subject.  
 

24.2 Evaluation 
 

Course Assessment: It consists of Continuous Internal Evaluation (CIE) and Semester End Examination 
(SEE) as the major evaluations prescribed for each course.  
The CIE and SEE to carry 30% and 70% weightage for each theory Course e.g. 100 marks (30+70) or 
50 Marks (15+35) or like irrespective of its credits. The absence from these evaluations or seminar 
presentations or late submissions of assignments or attendance, shall result in loss of marks. 
Continuous Internal Evaluation (CIE): Only those students maintaining a minimum standard in CIE 
(passing marks) are permitted to appear in SEE of the course. Thus, a student failing in the CIE/internal 
assessment and practical of any course/paper shall not be allowed to appear in SEE/semester end 
examinations of that course/paper and she/he has to repeat both CIE/practical & SEE in the concerned 
odd/even semester.

• Semester End Examination (SEE): It shall be conducted at the Department/School level and cover 

the entire Course Syllabi. In order to have holistic assessment of students in SEE, MANUU has 
developed Model Question Paper for all programmes of study. Model Question Paper is structured 
into three parts to ensure entire syllabus is covered and examine the factual, descriptive and 
analytical understanding of students for each course of study.  

• At the end of the Semester, the University examination shall be held as prescribed in the respective 
schemes of examination i.e. Date Sheet/Time Table. The University shall conduct odd and even 
semester examinations as per the Academic Calendar. The students appearing for 
backlog/improvement shall have to appear in the concerned odd/even semester examinations. There 
shall be no supplementary examinations. 

• Only as an exception the student in the final semester of any programme shall get a chance to 
register for the backlog papers of immediately preceding odd semester. For example, in a two years 
programme, the students of Semester IV shall be given a chance to clear the backlog papers of 
Semester III along with the Semester IV examinations.  

• A student shall be deemed to have fully passed the semester end examinations of any semester, if 
he / she secures not less than the minimum marks as prescribed below.

• In case of Ph.D. course work, the minimum passing percentage for CIE/SEE is 55%. 
• If a student fails to secure the minimum marks in any subjects/course/paper of odd and even 

semester examinations then he shall appear only in the failed subjects/courses (backlog 
courses/papers) in the concerned odd/even semester. 

• Assessment in MANUU Law School: The weightage of CIE and SEE for 4 credit courses will 
be 50+50 Marks or 25+25 Marks for 2 Credit Courses.  
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24.3 Rules for Promotion 
• The promotion from odd semester to even semester shall be automatic except for those detained 

due to shortage of attendance. 
• The student shall be permitted to move from even semester to odd semester i.e. to the next year, if 

he/she maintains a minimum CGPA of 5.0 at the end of the even semesters or must have passed at 
least 50% of the total courses/papers at the end of the even semesters. Otherwise, the student shall 
remain in the same year till he/she obtains the minimum required CGPA of 5.0 or clears the required 
number of courses/papers.  

• A student who has been detained due to shortage of attendance shall not be promoted to the next 
semester and he/she shall be required to re-register as a Regular student and repeat all courses of 
the said semester with the next batch of students. 

• A student who is detained in Semester I of any programme due to shortage of attendance shall be 
allowed to register as re-admitted candidate in the next year of the same semester provided she/he 
secures a minimum of 40% attendance.  

• The Semester I students with less than 40% attendance in the semester shall be detained and the 
candidate’s admission shall stand cancelled. If they are interested to pursue the programme, they 
have to apply afresh as new/fresh candidate and compete in the admission process as per the 
notification. 

• A student who fails in theory or practical examination of a course shall have to re-appear both in 
theory and practical exam of the same course.  

• A student who fails in CIE/internal assessment of a paper/course shall not be permitted to appear 
in the semester end examination of the said course/paper. She/he has to appear and pass both the 
internal assessment and semester end exam of that course in the following odd/even semester as 
offered. 

• A student who could not appear in exams with prior notice after registering for regular examinations 
on payment of examination fee may be permitted to re-register for the next concerned semester 
examination without fee. 

 
24.4 Examination Reforms and Automation 

 

As an examination reform and to incorporate objectivity, transparency and fairness, the University has 
adopted the policy of allowing students to access the answer script of each SEE before publication of 
results.  
 
24.5 Polytechnic Colleges - Evaluation Scheme 
 
MANUU Polytechnic Colleges have adopted AICTE Model Curriculum 2019 for Diploma Courses in 
Engineering & Technology with effect from 2020-21 and the Evaluation scheme as follows: 
Course Assessment: Continuous Internal Evaluation (CIE) and Semester End Examination (SEE)  

• Theory Courses (Internal assessment is 40% and for End Semester Exam it is 60%) 
 
The student has to obtain at least 40% marks separately both in internal assessment and end 
semester exams in order to pass. 

• Practical Courses (Internal assessment is 60% and for End Semester Exam is 40%) 
The student has to obtain at least 40% marks individually both in internal assessment and end 
semester exams to pass. 

• Summer Internship / Projects / Seminar etc 
Evaluation is based on work done, quality of report, performance in viva-voce, presentation etc. 

• Continuous Internal Evaluation (CIE) 
Only those students maintaining a minimum standard in CIE (passing marks) are permitted to appear 
in SEE of the Course. Thus, a student failing in the CIE/internal assessment and practical of any 
course/paper shall not be allowed to appear in SEE/semester end examinations of that course/paper and 
she/he has to repeat both CIE/practical & SEE in the concerned odd/even semester.

24.6 Polytechnic Colleges - Rules for Promotion

25.0 Admission for International Students 

•  All those candidates who are not the citizens of India shall be considered as Foreign Nationals.  

• The notification to invite Indian students to apply for University programmes shall also apply to 
Foreign Nationals. No separate notification shall be given to invite application from Foreign 
Nationals.  

• Foreign Nationals shall be considered for admission into Research Programme offered through 
merit and interview modes respectively.  

• Foreign candidates shall appear for interview (online) along with other candidates on scheduled 
date of interview if they are eligible. 

• 50% marks in Masters Degree and 50% marks in interview shall be considered as criteria for 
selection of foreign students in Ph.D. Programme.  

• Foreign Nationals are required to fulfill the minimum eligibility criteria as prescribed for Indian 
students. If a Foreign National's Board/Institution/University does not offer the programme 
prescribed as eligibility condition, an equivalent programme may be considered by the Admission 
Committee.  

• Foreign Nationals applying for Ph.D. Programme are required to produce a certificate stating that 
their educational programme is equivalent in terms of length of study and quality to the qualifying 
degree examination recognized by this University.  

• If a Foreign National is selected for the Ph.D. programme, he/she shall be sent a letter of admission 
through e-mail.  

• If a Foreign National is selected into Ph.D. Programme, he/she shall produce the following 
documents: a) Student's Visa; b) Medical Certificate prescribed by Govt. of India and            
c) Clearance from MEA.  

• Foreign nationals admitted into Ph.D. Programme shall not be permitted to convert from Full-Time 
to Part-Time Mode. 

• If admitted, foreign research scholars must pass a 2 credit Urdu course in offered by the University 
before the completion of Ph.D. 
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25.1 The Foreigner's Registration Office 
 

All foreign students are necessarily required to register with the Foreigner's Registration Office (F.R.O.) 
within 14 days of their arrival in India. The Foreigner's Registration Office (F.R.O.) issues foreign 
national students a residential permit which is normally valid for a period of one year and it should be 
renewed by the foreign student 15 days before its expiry date. The documents required to be submitted 
at the time of registration are:  

a. A provisional admission/eligibility letter  
b. Passport with a student visa  
c. Residential proof  
d. Bonafide certificate and  
e. HIV certificate obtained from any recognized hospital on arrival in India. 
f. Any other document as prescribed by FRO 

 
• Documents to be Submitted along with Application Form for admissions:  

 
- All certificates and marks sheet or grade card from High School onwards with certified English 

translation (if the documents are in any other language);  
- A Letter of Recommendation from the Principal/Director of the College/Center/University, 

where the candidate last studied. The letter must be sent in sealed envelope or by e-mail to the 
Head of the concerned Department.  

- A synopsis/research proposal for those seeking admission in Ph.D. programmes. 
- A proof of adequate financial support or scholarship  

 
• Documents to be submitted at the Time of Admission:  

- All Original Certificates with their transcript in English (if the certificates are in another 
language); 

- Photocopy of Passport and Visa;  
- Medical fitness certificate from a recognized hospital;  
- Prescribed Fee;  
- Two sets of photocopies of all certificates;  
- Twelve passport size latest colour photographs;  
- Four self-addressed postal stamped envelopes; and 
- Testimonials from two referees 

Once a Foreign National is admitted into any University programme, he/she shall be referred to as 
International Student.

Outdoor facilities for Cricket, Football, Volleyball, Kabaddi and Kho-Kho are available. Facilities for 
Indoor games like Badminton (wooden courts), Table Tennis, Carroms, Chess, Gym are also available. 
The Directorate also offers courses under NEP in Sports and Physical Education. 
 
26.2 University Health Centre 

 

The University has a Health Centre managed by a team of doctors, nurses and paramedical staff for 
basic medical treatment. Primary care and outpatient-services to all the students & staff of MANUU 
from 9.00 AM to 8.00 PM on all working days are available. University has male and female wards 
separate for patients, in case of primary emergencies, for observation and intra-venous fluids, 
medication and nursing care only. The Health Centre has basic X-Ray Unit, Pathology Lab, Pharmacy 
and counseling services provided free of cost. 
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The University will assist students, in acquring medical insurance coverage on the payment of 
prescribed premium by the students from standard insurance companies, which they may use in case of 
hospitalization.  
The Health Centre also has provision for providing psychological counseling and guidance for students. 
Apart from the above referred medical services, the University shall not provide to the students any 
other health/ medical facility. 
 
26.3 University Shopping Complex and Canteen 
 
Shopping Complex of the main campus has the following shops: Stationery, Laundry, Grocery & 
Provisions Store, Food Zone, Cafeteria, Male Salon, Ladies Tailor, Beauty Parlour. Apart from students 
managed hostel mess for resident wards, canteen facility is available at headquarters for day-scholars, 
staff and visitors.

The Students’ Union works for the promotion of a holistic development of personality and the general 
welfare of students. The elections are held every year, whereby students elect their representatives. The 
Students’ Union is actively involved in promoting literary, cultural and sports activities.

The UGC vide Letter D.O. No. F.91-3/2014 (GS) dated 28thJuly, 2016 directed all Universities to 
constitute Internal Complaint Committee (ICC) to monitor the prevention, prohibition and redressal 
measures on ‘Gender based Violence and Sexual Harassment of Women’ at Institutional level. As per

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UGC norms, the University constituted a committee to tackle the issues of sexual harassment of women 
at workplace. The campus strictly adheres to zero tolerance policy for sexual harassment. 

28.2 Grievance Redressal Committee 
 

The UGC vide letter D.O. No. F-1-2/2009 (EC/PS) (Vol. II) dated 9th March, 2017 directed the 
Universities to constitute a Grievance Redressal Committee for resolution of the students’ grievances 

as per the UGC (Grievance Redressal) Regulations 2012. Accordingly, the University constituted a 
committee for addressing the aggrieved students on issues related to student entitlements and other 
matters.  
 
28.3 Anti-Ragging Committee 

 

The UGC vide Letter D.O. No. F.1-15/2009 dated 8thAugust, 2016 directed all universities to constitute 
Anti-Ragging Committee to monitor the prevention, prohibition and punishment measures on Ragging 
at Institutional level. Accordingly, the University constituted a committee to take appropriate decisions 
regarding the prevention, prohibition and punishment measures. 
 
28.4 Equal Opportunity Cell 

 

• The Equal Opportunity Cell organizes coaching activities under UGC Schemes for i. Competitive 
Examinations Coaching for Entering to Services, ii. NET Coaching for Award Fellowship or 
Qualifying for Lectureship iii. Remedial Coaching classes for Minority and other needy students, 
iv. Coaching for Entry in to Services for Minorities (CCMES) aspiring to compete for jobs in banks, 
state and central services. 

• The University has constituted various cells to facilitate and support students of marginalized 
sections of the society under Equal Opportunity Cell. Some of them are - Cell for PwDs, SC & ST 
Cell, OBC Cell and Women Cell. The University has appointed an Anti-Discrimination Officer and 
Liaison Officers for SC, ST and OBC Cells, in addition to Women Cell and International Students 
Cell.

29.1 Office of the Dean, Students’ Welfare (DSW)

The 
freshers are encouraged to join NSS strictly on first cum first serve basis. The NSS team is proactively 
engaged in promoting the message of Unnat Bharat Abhiyan, Swachchha Bharat Abhiyan and Vittiya 
Saksharta Abhiyan (VISAKA).

30.0 Saiyid Hamid Library 
 

Established in 1998, the Saiyid Hamid Library, Maulana Azad National Urdu University (MANUU) is 
one of the important facilities of the University catering to the information needs of faculty, research 
scholars and students. The mission of the library is to promote teaching, learning; research by acquiring, 
organising; delivering relevant content to library users anytime/ anywhere and to provide well-
equipped; vibrant, inclusive physical spaces where all sections of learners can pursue independent 
learning outside the classroom and engage in a meaningful experience. The library holds knowledge 
resources predominantly in Urdu, Arabic, Persian, Hindi, Management Studies, Engineering & 
Technology and allied subjects. The library building is Wi-Fi enabled with an area of 3300 sq. mts. and 
has a state-of-the art auditorium to enhance academic ambience of the university, air-conditioned 
reading hall, research cubicles, necessary provisions for specially-abled persons, and so on. The library 
has more than 90597 books (excluding the collection available at departmental and satellite campuses 
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libraries), a large collection of e–books, rare books, Ph.D. theses, and special collection on Maulana 
Azad, Allama Iqbal, Mirza Ghalib and Dara Shikoh. Apart from subscribing to magazines, periodicals 
and journals, the library has access to various e-books, databases, institutional repositories, etc. From 
January 2025, the library has access to more than 13,000 online journals of 30 major national and 
international publishers across the globe through One Nation One Subscription (ONOS) scheme of the

The main objective of the centre is to work for the 
empowerment of women through field action and advocacy. These activities are meant to create spaces 
for women to establish a network between women researchers, lobbyists, and policy planners. 
 
32.3 UGC-Malaviya Mission Teacher Training Centre (MMTTC) 

UGC- Malaviya Mission Teacher Training Centre (MMTTC) is a national facility for staff development 
in higher education. HRDC, MANUU is one of the 66 Centres. It organizes Orientation & Refresher 
courses for faculty from colleges/Universities, professional development programmes for senior 
administrators, Principals, and Group A to C categories of non-teaching staff. The Centre is well 
equipped with state of art facilities for training along with internet-ready computer lab and Guest house. 
In the year 2012, it ranked 2nd in South India and 9th at All-India level by NAAC.

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32.4 Centre for Professional Development of Urdu Medium Teachers (CPDUMT) 

The Centre for Professional Development of Urdu Medium Teachers (CPDUMT) was established for 
Urdu language teachers and those who teach in Urdu medium schools and Madrasa with an aim to 
promote their pedagogical abilities and acquaint them with the changing scenario in the field of teaching 
and learning. The Centre familiarizes the teachers with administrative affairs of educational institutions, 
educational policies of central and state governments, curriculum designing, use of educational 
technology, techniques of examination, evaluation and ethical aspects of the profession. The Centre 
provides a platform for primary, secondary and senior secondary teachers to learn from the exchange 
of ideas through mutual knowledge and experiences.  

32.5 Instructional Media Center (IMC) 

To develop the media components as part of the media-mix of the Regular and Distance mode, MANUU 
has established a full-fledged Instructional Media Centre (IMC) on its campus. IMC addresses the needs 
of Higher Education of the University through the powerful medium of Television and Radio along 
with appropriate use of information & communication technology.  IMC primarily acts as the means 
of educational content production and dissemination of the university. IMC also provides a forum for 
the active involvement of academics and other scholars in the creation of appropriate educational 
programmemes for regular and distance mode. 

The basic infrastructure of IMC consists of one Video studio, one Audio studio, associated control 
rooms, and a comprehensive post-production facility by way of audio edit suites, non-linear editing, 
computer graphics & animation etc. A sets construction workshop, props & costume stores, make-up 
room, and a tapes library are an integral part of the infrastructure. In addition, the IMC also houses one 
e-class room. IMC has a dedicated team of Media professionals with vast experience in Audio-Visual 
programme production. 

To provide the wider access of Higher Education and promoting Urdu Language & Culture, 
Instructional Media Centre created IMC MANUU Youtube channel 
(www.youtube.com/imcmanuu), which has a repository of curriculum-based audio-visual programmes 
of various streams like Science, Social Science, Life Science, Education and Training,  Arts and 
Languages etc., and these are available to masses free of cost all across the globe. These audio-visual 
programmes can be accessed by the students and teachers as per their convenience at home, during 
travel or in live classes. Every programme has scope for discussion with teachers and other such groups 
even beyond national boundaries. Besides imc manuu Youtube channel, the centre has also created an 
e-content platform, which can be accessed at  https://www.imcmanuu.com/e-content. 
 
32.6 Directorate of Translation, Translation Studies, Lexicography and Publications (DTTLP)  

University has taken a crucial decision of establishing a Directorate of Translation & Publications in 
the year 2016, keeping the importance of reading material availability in Urdu in the context of Urdu 
medium students. This nodal centre assists in translation of reference, reading material and books on 
various subjects at Under Graduate and Post Graduation level for Urdu medium students.  

32.7 Center for Information Technology (CIT) 

The University’s Centre for Information technology caters to the ICT requirements of the University 

with the objective of providing basic computing facilities to the students and teachers. The centre offers 
essential ICT services including Internet Access, emailing of staffs, IT security, WiFi, University Portal, 
Development and Maintenance, problem diagnostics and troubleshooting through network. To provide 
Internet facility and access to online learning material, the Centre administers a 1 GBPS link to National

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32.8 Centre for Distance and Online Education (CDOE) 

To achieve its mission of bringing socially, economically and culturally marginalized sections of society 
into the mainstream, the University initiated distance mode programmes from its year of inception 
through Directorate of Distance Education popularly known as CDOE. The objectives of CDOE are: 

• To provide quality education to Urdu Speaking population at their door-steps. 
• To integrate non-conventional Urdu learners with formal education system. 
• To empower Urdu learners especially women by imparting quality education. 
• To help learners acquire higher qualification for better career growth. 
• To generate feeder group for the PG and research programmes of MANUU on-campus mode. 
• To enhance the gross enrolment ratio (GER) based on market needs, gaps and trends in addition 

to the societal demands. 

The Directorate of Distance Education, MANUU operates through nine Regional Centres (at Bengaluru, 
Bhopal, Darbhanga, Delhi, Kolkata, Mumbai, Patna, Ranchi, Srinagar) and Six Sub-Regional Centres 
(at Hyderabad, Lucknow, Jammu, Nuh, Amaravati and Varanasi). Each Regional/Sub Regional Centre 
(RC/SRC) provides academic and administrative support to distance learners through Learner Support 
Centres (LSC). The Regional and Sub-Regional Centres of Directorate of Distance Education facilitate 
the ODL students with support services, management of Leaner Support Centers and admission process. 
Directorate of Distance Education has 163 LCSs within the purview of its RCs/SRCs. In its endeavor 
to modernize itself and enhance quality for the benefit the ODL learners, CDOE has introduced NEP 
framework for UG & PG programmes. CDOE has vigorously started adopting ICT in its academic and 
administrative functioning. Admissions to all CDOE programmes are now being conducted through 
Online mode only. The post graduation, graduation, diploma and certificates awarded by the University 
are at par with the certificates of recognized Universities.  

32.9 Directorate of Admissions (DoA) 
 
The Directorate of Admissions was established by the University in the year 2017 based on the decision 
taken in the of 63rd Executive council meeting with an aim of undertaking centralized admissions to 
various courses offered by the University in a systematic, transparent, objective and student friendly 
manner. The Office of the Directorate of Admissions is headed by the Director and supported by the 
Deputy Director and Assistant Director along with other supporting staff.

1. In coordination with CUET/NCET to various U.G courses, after declaration of results, a merit 
list(s) will be prepared with the help of CIT (Centre for Information Technology-MANUU). 

2. Conducts entrance examinations in coordination with “Controller of Examinations, MANUU 

to various Ph.D. and P.G., B.Ed. and Diploma courses and after evaluation declare the results 
along with a rank wise merit list(s) with the help of CIT (Centre for Information Technology-
MANUU). 

• Admission:  Admission into all the programmes offered by various Departments at Head Quarters, 
Satellite Campuses and Constituent colleges will be made through a centralized online certificate 
verification process.   

• Issuance of Identity cards to all the students and staff of the University.
